The Anticipated Conflict

Acts 11:1-3  Now the apostles and brethren who were in Judea heard that the Gentiles had also received the word of God.  (2)  And when Peter came up to Jerusalem, those of the circumcision contended with him, (3) saying, "You went in to uncircumcised men and ate with them!"

The fact that these men contended with Peter also demonstrates that Peter was not considered the ________________________ by the early Church.  
Ephesians 2:11  Therefore remember that you, once Gentiles in the flesh—who are called Uncircumcision by what is called the Circumcision made in the flesh by hands—
Galatians 2:12  for before certain men came from James, he would eat with the Gentiles; but when they came, he withdrew and separated himself, fearing those who were of the circumcision.

(13)  For you, brethren, have been called to liberty; only do not use liberty as an opportunity for the flesh, but through love serve one another.  (14)  For all the law is fulfilled in one word, even in this: "YOU SHALL LOVE YOUR NEIGHBOR AS YOURSELF."  (15)  But if you bite and devour one another, beware lest you be consumed by one another!

Galatians 5:12 (NASB) I wish that those who are troubling you would even mutilateG609 themselves.

G609 ἀποκόπτω  apokoptō  ap-ok-op'-to
to amputate; reflexively (by irony) to mutilate (the privy parts): - cut off. 

Philippians 3:2-3  Beware of dogs, beware of evil workers, beware of the mutilation!  (3)  For we are the circumcision, who worship God in the Spirit, rejoice in Christ Jesus, and have no confidence in the flesh,

Galatains 5:12  (Vincent's Word Studies, Marvin R. Vincent, D.D.) 
“They were cut off” (ἀποκόψονται)

More correctly, would cut themselves off. Perhaps the severest expression in Paul's Epistles. It turns on the practice of circumcision. Paul says in effect: “These people are disturbing you by insisting on circumcision. I would that they would make thorough work of it in their own case, and, instead of merely amputating the foreskin, would castrate themselves, as heathen priests do. Perhaps that would be even a more powerful help to salvation.” With this passage should be compared Phi_3:2, Phi_3:3, also aimed at the Judaisers: “Beware of the concision” (τὴν κατατομήν), the word directing attention to the fact that these persons had no right to claim circumcision in the true sense. Unaccompanied by faith, love, and obedience, circumcision was no more than physical mutilation. They belonged in the category of those referred to in Lev_21:5. Comp. Paul's words on the true circumcision, Rom_2:28, Rom_2:29; Phi_3:3; Col_2:11.  

Romans 2:28-29  For he is not a Jew who is one outwardly, nor is circumcision that which is outward in the flesh;  (29)  but he is a Jew who is one inwardly; and circumcision is that of the heart, in the Spirit, not in the letter; whose praise is not from men but from God.
Acts 11:18  When they heard these things they became silent; and they glorified God, saying, "Then God has also granted to the Gentiles repentance to life."
