“Receive”  (aima G2983) word tense: aorist imperative active
“The aorist imperative denotes a command, request, or entreaty.  Unlike the present imperative, it does not involve a command or entreaty for continuous or repetitive action.  Instead, it is often used for general exhortations and for things that must be begun at that very moment.”

The doctrine of the Holy Spirit’s indwelling for those who have been saved

Romans 8:9  But you are not in the flesh but in the Spirit, if indeed the Spirit of God dwells in you. Now if anyone does not have the Spirit of Christ, he is not His.

2 Corinthians 1:21-22  Now He who establishes us with you in Christ and has anointed us is God,  (22)  who also has sealed us and given us the Spirit in our hearts as a guarantee.

2 Corinthians 5:5  Now He who has prepared us for this very thing is God, who also has given us the Spirit as a guarantee.

Ephesians 1:13-14  In Him you also trusted, after you heard the word of truth, the gospel of your salvation; in whom also, having believed, you were sealed with the Holy Spirit of promise,  (14)  who is the guarantee of our inheritance until the redemption of the purchased possession, to the praise of His glory.
Titus 3:3-5  For we ourselves were also once foolish, disobedient, deceived, serving various lusts and pleasures, living in malice and envy, hateful and hating one another.  (4)  But when the kindness and the love of God our Savior toward man appeared,  (5)  not by works of righteousness which we have done, but according to His mercy He saved us, through the washing of regeneration and renewing of the Holy Spirit,

Acts 1:4-5  And being assembled together with them, He commanded them not to depart from Jerusalem, but to wait for the Promise of the Father, "which," He said, "you have heard from Me;  5  for John truly baptized with water, but you shall be baptized with the Holy Spirit not many days from now."

Mark 1:7-8  And he preached, saying, "There comes One after me who is mightier than I, whose sandal strap I am not worthy to stoop down and loose.  8  I indeed baptized you with water, but He will baptize you with the Holy Spirit."
Thayer Definition:  G907  βαπτίζω  baptizō

1) to dip repeatedly, to immerse, to submerge (of vessels sunk)

2) to cleanse by dipping or submerging, to wash, to make clean with water, to wash one’s self, bathe

3) to overwhelm
