Acts 2:38  Then Peter said to them, "Repent, and let every one of you be baptized in the name of Jesus Christ for the remission of sins; and you shall receive the gift of the Holy Spirit.

Acts 8:18-20  And when Simon saw that through the laying on of the apostles' hands the Holy Spirit was given, he offered them money,  (19)  saying, "Give me this power also, that anyone on whom I lay hands may receive the Holy Spirit."  (20)  But Peter said to him, "Your money perish with you, because you thought that the gift of God could be purchased with money!

Acts 10:45-46  And those of the circumcision who believed were astonished, as many as came with Peter, because the gift of the Holy Spirit had been poured out on the Gentiles also.  (46)  For they heard them speak with tongues and magnify God. Then Peter answered,

Acts 11:15-17  And as I began to speak, the Holy Spirit fell upon them, as upon us at the beginning.  (16)  Then I remembered the word of the Lord, how He said, 'John indeed baptized with water, but you shall be baptized with the Holy Spirit.'  (17)  If therefore God gave them the same gift as He gave us when we believed on the Lord Jesus Christ, who was I that I could withstand God?"
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
