It is thought that, if the First 
Epistle to Timothy was written after the apostle’s release, he could not with any 
propriety have said to Timothy, 1Ti_4:12 : “Let no man despise thy youth;” but it 
is replied: That Servius Tullius, in classing the Roman people, as Aulus Gellius 
relates, lib. x. c. 28, divided their age into three periods: Childhood he limited to 
the age of seventeen; youth, from that to forty-six; and old age, from that to the 
end of life. Now, supposing Timothy to have been eighteen years old, a.d. 50, 
when he became Paul’s assistant, he would be no more than 32, a.d. 64, two years 
after the apostle’s release, when it is supposed this epistle was written. 
Wherefore, being then in the period of life which, by the Greeks as well as the 
Roman, was considered as youth, the apostle with propriety might say to him, Let 
no man despise thy youth.
