Older brother of John

(
First Apostle to be martyred

(
Nicknamed “Boanerges” (Sons of Thunder) along with his 
brother by Jesus

(
Was part of Jesus’ inner circle of men

(
He and John sought prominence among the disciples (Matt. 
20:20-24)
(
Wanted to call fire down from heaven upon the Samaritans

(
Beheaded by Herod, the only record of an Apostles death in the 
Bible

(
He kicked up enough dust as a leader to be recognized as a 
target by Herod

John

(
Known as “the disciple whom Jesus loved”

(
Also named along with James “Boanerges”

(
Longest living apostle

(
The only apostle who witnessed the death of Jesus

(
According to history he died a natural death after a miraculous 
deliverance from martyrdom 

(
Formerly a disciple of John the Baptist

(
From a prominent family (sons of Zebedee)

(
Fisherman my trade

(
Acquainted with the high priest

(
Aside from Luke and Paul, John wrote more of the New 
Testament than any other; Gospel of John, Revelation, and 
three
epistles
(
He was given the care of Jesus mother, Mary.  Tradition says he 
never left Jerusalem and her care until she died
Philip

(
Grew up in the same town as Peter and Andrew (John 1:44)

(
Not to be confused with the deacon & evangelist, Philip, in Acts

(
Likely a fisherman as well (John 21:1)

(
All the vignettes about him are in John’s gospel

(
Often paired with Nathanael (Bartholomew), probably friends
(
He was in the desert under John’s ministry

(
He was the first one to whom Jesus said “Follow Me”

(
He is an eager disciple and introduces Nathanael to Jesus

(
Philip was seeking the Messiah (John 1:45)

Bartholomew (Nathanael)

(
The lists always call him Bartholomew which is a Hebrew 
surname meaning “son of Tolmai”.  Nathanael Bar-Tolmai

(
Friend of Philip’s

(
He was well versed in Messianic prophecies

(
He was from Cana

(
He was likely in the area to hear John the Baptist when he met 
Jesus

(
He was a seeker of truth, the real deal

Known as doubting Thomas but really didn’t doubt anymore 
than the others

He was martyred… supposedly speared to death

Matthew/Levi the son of Alphaeus

A former tax collector

(
financially well off

(

He was from Capernaum

(
He dropped everything and followed Jesus

(
There are three tax collectors mentioned in the gospels, all three 
found forgiveness; Zacchaeus (Luke 19:2-10), Jesus’ parable 
(Luke 18:10-14), Matthew (Luke 5:27)

James the Less; gr. mickros = little, small in stature or younger.  
Could also mean less prominent than the other James
Simon the Zealot
( 
Zealots were a group that were not unlike terrorists who would 
use acts of violence to come against Roman rule.   They were an 
outlaw political sect.  “They formed a party of secret assassins 
called sicarii “dagger-men” because of the deadly , curved 
daggers they carried in the folds of their robes.  They would 
sneak up behind Roman soldiers and politicians and stab them 
in the back, between the ribs, expertly piercing the heart.”

(
As a zealot he would have been vehemently apposed to tax 
collectors but as a follower of Jesus, he was a comrade with 
Matthew

(
His “zeal” now belonged to Christ and His kingdom.  Simon 
died as a martyr for Christ.

Judas/Labbaeus/Thaddeus

(
The apostle with three names.  Jerome referred to him as 
“Trinomious” the man with three names.

(
Thaddeus was a nickname that meant “breast child” possibly 
like the modern “mama’s boy”

(
Labbaeus was also a nickname that meant “heart child”

There is an account by historian Eusebius from the archives of 
the Eddessences of his healing of King Abgarus
(
Nathanael died as a martyr, supposedly clubbed to death
