A prolonged form of the poetical μάκαρ makar (meaning the same); supremely blest; by extension fortunate, well off: - blessed, happy (X -ier).
Spiros Zodhiates
3107 Makarios: blessed, to be fully satisfied… Makarios differs from “happy” because “happy” describes the person who has good fortune (from the Eng. Root “hap”, favorable circumstances).  In the biblical sense, a blessed person is one whom God makes fully satisfied, not because of favorable circumstances, but because He indwells the believer through Christ.  Makarios is the one who is in the world yet independent of the world; his satisfaction comes from God and not from favorable circumstances.

makarios is distinquished from eulogeo (bless) “to speak well of”
