What are some of the problems with contemporary eschatology?
There’s a conflict between the teachings of Jesus, Peter and Paul regarding the resurrection and some of today’s popular eschatology
How do you reconcile the contemporary views with the clear teaching that when Christ returns then the dead are raised for a final judgment and the heavens and earth are destroyed and 
replaced by a new heaven and earth?  These are described by Jesus, Peter and Paul as a single event.
John 5:27-29  and has given Him authority to execute judgment also, because He is the Son of Man.  28  Do not marvel at this; for the hour is coming in which all who are in the graves will hear His voice  29  and come forth— those who have done good, to the resurrection of life, and those who have done evil, to the resurrection of condemnation.

What are some of the problems with contemporary eschatology?
How do you reconcile what is clearly taught in the previous verses with the modern and novel teaching that Jesus comes for His church at the beginning of a 7 year tribulation and then leaves and comes back a third time before a 1000 year reign on earth and then places a final judgment 1000 years after the rapture of the church?  
1 Thessalonians 4:15-17 For this we say to you by the word of the Lord, that we who are alive and remain until the coming of the Lord will by no means precede those who are asleep.  16  For the Lord Himself will descend from heaven with a shout, with the voice of an archangel, and with the trumpet of God. And the dead in Christ will rise first.  17  Then we who are alive and remain shall be caught up together with them in the clouds to meet the Lord in the air. And thus we shall always be with the Lord.

The Millennium 

The view of the Millennium is drawn into this discussion because of the teaching by Jesus, Peter and Paul concerning the resurrection at the coming of Christ, the judgment and the destruction of the heavens and earth in a single event.

If the Millennium which is taught in Revelation 20 can be understood 
in various ways should we dismiss the clear teaching of Jesus, Peter 
and Paul regarding the resurrection in order to make an opposing 
view of the resurrection fit a particular interpretation of the 
Millennium reign of Christ?

Shouldn’t we rather look for an interpretation of Revelation 20 that is 
in harmony with the teaching of Jesus, Peter and Paul?

How do you reconcile the immanent language of “this generation shall not pass away” and “some of you standing here will not taste death until you see the Son of man coming…”  with a 2000+ year delay?

It is critical to understand that the term “coming” does not necessarily refer to the resurrection at the second coming of Christ.  One key to discern “coming” is the context.  Is it in the context of a teaching about the resurrection of the dead?

And when those that believed in Christ had come thither from Jerusalem, then, as if the royal city of the Jews and the whole land of Judea were entirely destitute of holy men, the judgment of God at length overtook those who had committed such outrages against Christ and his apostles, and totally destroyed that generation of impious men…  and how at last the abomination of desolation, proclaimed by the prophets, stood in the very temple of God, so celebrated of old, the temple which was now awaiting its total and final destruction by fire, all these things any one that wishes may find accurately described in the history written by Joshephus.”

How are we to understand the opening verse of Revelation which says that it was given to show “things that must shortly take place”?
Revelation 1:1  The Revelation of Jesus Christ, which God gave Him to show His servants—things which must shortly take place. And He sent and signified it by His angel to His servant John,

Revelation 1:3  Blessed is he who reads and those who hear the words of this prophecy, and keep those things which are written in it; for the time is near.

Revelation 22:6-7

6  Then he said to me, "These words are faithful and true." And the Lord God of the holy prophets sent His angel to show His servants the things which must shortly take place.
