(
He was actually a disciple of Jesus
Matthew 27:57  Now when evening had come, there came a rich man from Arimathea, named Joseph, who himself had also become a disciple of Jesus.

Luke 23:54  That day was the Preparation, and the Sabbath drew near.

Once again, Jesus had already had Passover with His disciples the previous night even though Friday was considered the day of Preparation
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
