Lesson 16, Luke 6:24-49
(Matthew 5-7)
Luke 6:24  "But woe to you who are rich, For you have received your consolation.
Matthew 5:4  "Blessed3107 are those3588 who mourn3996, for they shall be comforted3870.
G3870 παρακαλέω   parakaleō    par-ak-al-eh'-o
From G3844 and G2564; to call near, that is, invite, invoke (by imploration, hortation or consolation): - beseech, call for, (be of good) comfort, desire, (give) exhort (-ation), intreat, pray.
Luke 6:24  "But woe3759 to you who are rich4145, for you are receiving568 your comfort3874 in full568.
G3874  παράκλησις  paraklēsis   par-ak'-lay-sis
From G3870; imploration, hortation, solace: - comfort, consolation, exhortation, intreaty.
John 15:26  But1161 when3752 the3588 Comforter3875 is come,2064 whom3739 I1473 will send3992 unto you5213 from3844 the3588 Father,3962 even the3588 Spirit4151 of truth,225 which3739 proceedeth1607 from3844 the3588 Father,3962 he1565 shall testify3140 of4012 me:1700
G3875 παράκλητος  paraklētos  par-ak'-lay-tos
An intercessor, consoler: - advocate, comforter.
Luke 6:25  Woe to you who are full, For you shall hunger. 

(
Full = full of self righteousness instead of a hunger and thirst 
for true righteousness.  

(
“You shall hunger”  you will someday wish you had been filled 
with Christ’s righteousness but it will be too late and your 
hunger will never be satisfied.  That is truly “hell”

Luke 6:25  …Woe to you who laugh now, For you shall mourn and weep.
(
Many times the world is laughing at the believers who are 
mourning over their sin and the lost state of the world.  

(
Don’t be discouraged by the world’s mocking.  Jesus 
pronounces woe and encourages us to pray for them.

Luke 6:26  Woe to you when all men speak well of you, For so did their fathers to the false prophets.
(
The “false” prophets are spoken well of.  People want to have 
their ears “tickled” and false prophets love to oblige.   
(
This is not in the context of our brothers and sisters in the Lord 
“speaking well of you” this is about the world “… all men” speak 
well of you.  If worldly people speak well of you, watch out!  
You’ve probably strayed from the truth.

(
A perfect illustration of this teaching is found in Luke 16:19-31

Luke 16:19-31  "There was a certain rich man who was clothed in purple and fine linen and fared sumptuously every day.  (20)  But there was a certain beggar named Lazarus, full of sores, who was laid at his gate,  (21)  desiring to be fed with the crumbs which fell from the rich man's table. Moreover the dogs came and licked his sores.  (22)  So it was that the beggar died, and was carried by the angels to Abraham's bosom. The rich man also died and was buried.  (23)  And being in torments in Hades, he lifted up his eyes and saw Abraham afar off, and Lazarus in his bosom.  (24)  "Then he cried and said, 'Father Abraham, have mercy on me, and send Lazarus that he may dip the tip of his finger in water and cool my tongue; for I am tormented in this flame.'  (25)  But Abraham said, 'Son, remember that in your lifetime you received your good things, and likewise Lazarus evil things; but now he is comforted and you are tormented.  (26)  And besides all this, between us and you there is a great gulf fixed, so that those who want to pass from here to you cannot, nor can those from there pass to us.'  (27)  "Then he said, 'I beg you therefore, father, that you would send him to my father's house,  (28)  for I have five brothers, that he may testify to them, lest they also come to this place of torment.'  (29)  Abraham said to him, 'They have Moses and the prophets; let them hear them.'  (30)  And he said, 'No, father Abraham; but if one goes to them from the dead, they will repent.'  (31)  But he said to him, 'If they do not hear Moses and the prophets, neither will they be persuaded though one rise from the dead.' "

Luke 6:27  "But I say to you who hear: Love your enemies, do good to those who hate you,
(
This is so counter cultural that we need to may need to  make 
copies of these statements and pasted them on our walls in our 
bedrooms, our bathroom mirrors, in the kitchen…

(
These verses do not need any commentary because Jesus not 
only teaches these very simply, He also gives the commentary 
and expounds His own teaching

(
Let’s read this and let Jesus teach us.  He will end this teaching 
with an exhortation of obedience.

Luke 6:28-36  bless those who curse you, and pray for those who spitefully use you.  (29)  To him who strikes you on the one cheek, offer the other also. And from him who takes away your cloak, do not withhold your tunic either.  (30)  Give to everyone who asks of you. And from him who takes away your goods do not ask them back.  (31)  And just as you want men to do to you, you also do to them likewise.  (32)  "But if you love those who love you, what credit is that to you? For even sinners love those who love them.  (33)  And if you do good to those who do good to you, what credit is that to you? For even sinners do the same.  (34)  And if you lend to those from whom you hope to receive back, what credit is that to you? For even sinners lend to sinners to receive as much back.  (35)  But love your enemies, do good, and lend, hoping for nothing in return; and your reward will be great, and you will be sons of the Most High. For He is kind to the unthankful and evil.  (36)  Therefore be merciful, just as your Father also is merciful.
(
Be careful not to take this teaching legalistically, in the way the 
Pharisees took the Law.  These are heart matters not legalistic 
rules.
Luke 6:37  "Judge not, and you shall not be judged. Condemn not, and you shall not be condemned. Forgive, and you will be forgiven.
(
“Judge not…” the context is important here since we are 
instructed in other scriptures to “judge” in other contexts

Luke 12:56-57  Hypocrites! You can discern the face of the sky and of the earth, but how is it you do not discern this time?  (57)  "Yes, and why, even of yourselves, do you not judge what is right?
John 7:24  Do not judge according to appearance, but judge with righteous judgment."
1 Corinthians 5:9-13  I wrote to you in my epistle not to keep company with sexually immoral people.  (10)  Yet I certainly did not mean with the sexually immoral people of this world, or with the covetous, or extortioners, or idolaters, since then you would need to go out of the world.  (11)  But now I have written to you not to keep company with anyone named a brother, who is sexually immoral, or covetous, or an idolater, or a reviler, or a drunkard, or an extortioner—not even to eat with such a person.  (12)  For what have I to do with judging those also who are outside? Do you not judge those who are inside?  (13)  But those who are outside God judges. Therefore "PUT AWAY FROM YOURSELVES THE EVIL PERSON."

1 Corinthians 6:1-5  Dare any of you, having a matter against another, go to law before the unrighteous, and not before the saints?  (2)  Do you not know that the saints will judge the world? And if the world will be judged by you, are you unworthy to judge the smallest matters?  (3)  Do you not know that we shall judge angels? How much more, things that pertain to this life?  (4)  If then you have judgments concerning things pertaining to this life, do you appoint those who are least esteemed by the church to judge?  (5)  I say this to your shame. Is it so, that there is not a wise man among you, not even one, who will be able to judge between his brethren?

1 Corinthians 10:15  I speak as to wise men; judge for yourselves what I say.

1 Corinthians 11:13  Judge among yourselves. Is it proper for a woman to pray to God with her head uncovered?

1 Corinthians 14:29  Let two or three prophets speak, and let the others judge.

(
On the other hand there are warnings in other contexts about 
judging

Romans 2:1-2  Therefore you are inexcusable, O man, whoever you are who judge, for in whatever you judge another you condemn yourself; for you who judge practice the same things.  (2)  But we know that the judgment of God is according to truth against those who practice such things.

Romans 14:3-4  Let not him who eats despise him who does not eat, and let not him who does not eat judge him who eats; for God has received him.  (4)  Who are you to judge another's servant? To his own master he stands or falls. Indeed, he will be made to stand, for God is able to make him stand.

Romans 14:10  But why do you judge your brother? Or why do you show contempt for your brother? For we shall all stand before the judgment seat of Christ.

Romans 14:13  Therefore let us not judge one another anymore, but rather resolve this, not to put a stumbling block or a cause to fall in our brother's way.

Colossians 2:16  So let no one judge you in food or in drink, or regarding a festival or a new moon or sabbaths,

James 4:11-12  Do not speak evil of one another, brethren. He who speaks evil of a brother and judges his brother, speaks evil of the law and judges the law. But if you judge the law, you are not a doer of the law but a judge.  (12)  There is one Lawgiver, who is able to save and to destroy. Who are you to judge another?
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Luke 6:37  "Judge not, and you shall not be judged. Condemn not, and you shall not be condemned. Forgive, and you will be forgiven.
(
Verses 38-42 expound the prior statement

Luke 6:38-42  Give, and it will be given to you: good measure, pressed down, shaken together, and running over will be put into your bosom. For with the same measure that you use, it will be measured back to you."  (39)  And He spoke a parable to them: "Can the blind lead the blind? Will they not both fall into the ditch?  (40)  A disciple is not above his teacher, but everyone who is perfectly trained will be like his teacher.  (41)  And why do you look at the speck in your brother's eye, but do not perceive the plank in your own eye?  (42)  Or how can you say to your brother, 'Brother, let me remove the speck that is in your eye,' when you yourself do not see the plank that is in your own eye? Hypocrite! First remove the plank from your own eye, and then you will see clearly to remove the speck that is in your brother's eye.
Luke 6:43-45  "For a good tree does not bear bad fruit, nor does a bad tree bear good fruit.  (44)  For every tree is known by its own fruit. For men do not gather figs from thorns, nor do they gather grapes from a bramble bush.  (45)  A good man out of the good treasure of his heart brings forth good; and an evil man out of the evil treasure of his heart brings forth evil. For out of the abundance of the heart his mouth speaks.
(
This is a heart issue not just a legalistic obedience issue

Luke 6:46  "But why do you call Me 'Lord, Lord,' and not do the things which I say?
(
If He is truly Lord of your life you will obey Him

(
The next parable wraps it all up

Luke 6:47-49  Whoever comes to Me, and hears My sayings and does them, I will show you whom he is like:  (48)  He is like a man building a house, who dug deep and laid the foundation on the rock. And when the flood arose, the stream beat vehemently against that house, and could not shake it, for it was founded on the rock.  (49)  But he who heard and did nothing is like a man who built a house on the earth without a foundation, against which the stream beat vehemently; and immediately it fell. And the ruin of that house was great."
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
